The Camden Butterfly Conservation Society

Since the publication of my website www.bringbackthebutterflies.org.uk in September 2009, our butterflies have suffered a serious decline. The main cause, over many decades, has been the loss of habitat. This has been compounded by five consecutive summers of inclement weather. For obvious reasons, butterflies cannot fly when it is raining. So every rainy day means a no-fly day for them. Neither can they fly when it’s windy or below 15% C. After last year’s Big Butterfly Count, it was estimated that our butterfly population was down by 43%. This year, being even worse, it is estimated that our butterflies will be in further decline. 

Experience has shown that it isn’t enough just to give advice, but to become actively involved in the creation of the ‘wildlife-friendly butterfly conservation gardens’ as described on the website. In an effort to halt, if not reverse this decline, I’ve formed the Camden Butterfly Conservation Society. Our aim is to help with the funding of various projects by applying to the National Lottery. We will, after consultation with the relevant people, help plan the garden; use volunteers or hire local gardeners to do the ground preparation; help select and order the plants.  

Our ultimate aim is to create a series of butterfly gardens linked to a major conservation site somewhere in Camden.
